To All In Our School Community,

We hope you and your family were able to enjoy the sun over the long weekend. We have been really
pleased with how all our children have settled back into school life and have noticed that many of them
have developed a healthy appreciation of school life. We know that generally children are highly resilient
and adaptable and will often respond to situations with a mindset that is modelled to them by the adults in
their life. You have done a great job with helping your children cope with the covid situation and whilst we
appear to be moving closer to what we know as ‘normal’, we ask that you let us know if your child/children
need more support from us.

For the rest of this term the teachers are conducting various formal and informal assessments so that we
can gain an accurate understanding of where our children are at in reading, writing and mathematics. We
know that some children will have made excellent progress whilst others may be behind where we would
like them to be at this stage of the year. The information we gather will be instrumental in helping us
design intervention and extension programs to ensure that all our children achieve the outcomes they are
capable of achieving past 2020. We have also employed additional staff for 2021 to implement the
interventions that are necessary in reading, writing and mathematics to support all our children.

Finally, whilst we are moving towards restrictions being further reduced, we are still unable to have adults
walking through our school grounds. We are currently working on how we will manage our Year 6
graduation and prep transition. DHHS have advised us that we need to operate on a mindset of having only
essential adults on site to ensure the health and safety of all people in our community. | thank you all for
following our COVID guidelines including wearing masks and keeping the required distance whilst waiting
for your child/children after school.

Parent/ Teacher/Student Interviews

On Monday 23rd and Tuesday 24th November we will be holding Parent/Teacher/Student Interviews.
More information will be sent out on Monday to invite you to book a time for a Google Meet or Phone
conversation to discuss where your child/children are at with their learning after the remote and flexible
learning. We will not be chasing families who do not make an interview time however we strongly
encourage you to make a time to discuss your child’s progress. The teachers will also share with you the
information they have gained from the assessments administered this term.

All families who have a child on the NCCD program must make themselves available for a PSG (Program
Support Group) Meeting. Itis a legal requirement that PSG meetings are held termly (4 times a year) to
review your child’s Personal Learning Plan. As this is a partnership between families and the school,



parents must commit to these meetings if their child is to continue receiving the additional funding to
support the development of the child.

To decrease the stress of children dressing up, this year we are
having a fun afternoon giving the children the opportunity to
decorate a PPE mask as their favourite book ‘curious creature’.
