Parent Teacher Interviews

We look forward to catching up with you on Monday and Tuesday to share the progress of your
child/children. During this interview you will also be asked to share your experience of home learning.
Whilst we know that this was an extremely stressful time for some of our families we highly commend and
appreciate your efforts during this time. Most of our children were very complimentary about the teaching
style of their parents although | am pleased to report they are all happy to be back at school.

As mentioned previously, we have invested in additional teachers for 2021 to implement intervention
programs for many of our children who have not made the progress expected for this time of the year.
Before the end of the year, the leadership team will spend quality time analysing the results of the testing
we have conducted over the term, to determine which children require intervention. Once we have
determined the children who require intervention we will also investigate the most appropriate intervention
for the different groups of needs identified.

New School Opening in Merrifields 2022

As a growing school we have been overwhelmed with families wishing to enrol their children at our school.
As you know catholic schools have parish boundaries to enable all catholic families within a parish access
to a catholic school. The Craigieburn/Mickleham is currently the fastest growing area in Victoria and for this
reason there is a fifth catholic school opening in the Parish of Our Lady’s, Craigieburn. Holy Cross Catholic
School will open in the Merrifields estate in 2022. Mark Miatello has been appointed as the founding
Principal for Holy Cross and he will begin in this position in 2021. Mark is currently the principal of St
Gabriel's Reservoir and he will work from Oscar Romero for the 2021 school year as he sets up Holy Cross
ready for 2022.



Prep Transition

On Friday 11th December we will have our Step Up Day for Years Prep - 5. All children who will be
attending Oscar Romero in 2021 will spend the day with their 2021 teacher and class group. We are
aware that there will be some changes made to the COVID restrictions after this weekend, so we will be
able to welcome new children joining us in years 1-6 next year who are currently at another school.

Currently we are working on transition for our 2021 prep children. We are aware that this will be possible
in larger groups than the current 10 people restrictions. We will share this information with our 2021 prep
families once this has been confirmed.

Parking After School

After School parking continues to be a major issue for our families. | am still waiting for Hume Council to
send a traffic engineer to our site to make recommendations to improve this problem. Having said this,
double parking is illegal. Some families have been issued with a parking infringement for double
parking. Please be aware that there are parking officers watching and taking photos at all times.

| am also aware that there are children who are crossing Marathon Boulevard without an adult to get to
their car on the other side of the road. If you are one of these families please get out of your car to
ensure your child/children get across the road safely. Whilst | would like to say that all our families are
considerate and safe drivers, sadly | have observed some very reckless behaviours. The school gates
are now open at 3.30pm and families are welcome to use this facility as a much safer option.

Baby News

We have noticed quite a few of our families have had new additions to their
family during terms 2 and 3. So that no family is left out, | congratulate all
families who have a new baby. On behalf of the school community we
send our congratulations and blessings on this new arrival.

Canteen 2021
