We welcome you all to the 2021 school year and we especially welcome our Prep and new families to the Oscar
Romero community. This year we have had 96 prep children begin their first school year at Oscar Romero and
are pleased with how they are settling into school life. We look forward to watching their progress and sharing
their achievements as they become more settled and confident at Oscar Romero. We hope that your journey
with us in 2021 is filled with a sense of community and achievement.

There will be many changes to the way we do things in our school community in 2021. Some of these changes
have been influenced by COVID however other changes are due to the transfer of Catholic Education Melbourne
(previously known as the CEM) to the Melbourne Archdiocese Catholic Schools (now known as MACS). This
change means that all catholic schools in Melbourne have moved away from governance from their Parish and
Parish Priest to the Melbourne Archdiocese. This change in authority will hopefully bring about more consistency
with how catholic primary schools operate within our archdiocese. | will continue to communicate how this
change in governing body will affect our school and catholic schools in general.

As our school grows the parking conditions continue to pose a challenge. Parking around schools is a problem at
most schools however in our case the problem is further highlighted by the roads around the school not being
fully constructed. Over time this will improve, however in the meantime we need to manage the conditions in the
safest way possible for everyone in our community. A traffic engineer from Hume Council is working with us to
manage this situation and agrees “No Standing Signs” will need to be placed from the school driveway to the
intersection of MacKillop Street and Marathon Boulevard, on both sides of the road. Thank you to those families
who are cooperating with our request not to park on these parts of MacKillop Streets.

At this stage we can confirm the following:

® Prep, Year 1 and siblings (and children travelling in the same care with a carer that cares for a child in Year
Prep and 1) will be dismissed at 3.20pm each school day
Year 2-6 children will be dismissed at 3.30pm

o The electronic gates will be opened at 3.10pm each school day. Parents and carers with children in Year
Prep, 1 and siblings should only arrive at these times to use the Kiss ‘n Drop Facility. If you have children
in Years 2-6 only please do not turn up at the Kiss ‘n Drop at 3.10 as you will be asked to move on. Years
2-6 children are dismissed from their classrooms at 3.30pm and will be safe waiting with the teacher on
duty.

e Please try and avoid parking on either side of MacKillop Street from the school driveway to Marathon
Blvd, both in the morning and afternoon. No standing signs will be posted over the next few months.
This is so we can allow cars to enter and exit the school grounds much more safely.

e [f you are using the Kiss ‘n Drop facility please let your children know that they need to wait there with
the duty teacher.

e No parents can park on the school grounds for drop off or pick up.

® Double parking on any roads is illegal. Many of our families have been booked and fined for double
parking even though the driver is still in the car.

e Consider parking further away and walking your child to the car after school

Parent Participation

At Oscar Romero we value and acknowledge the importance in working in partnership with our
families. We encourage parent participation and welcome parents supporting the children in the
classroom. At this stage however we need to follow the MACS guidelines regarding the allowance
of additional adults on site. Once things settle again after the latest COVID infection we will
organise dates for some of our parent groups to resume including the Parents and Friends.

Camps, Sports and Excursion Fund (CSEF)

CSEF will be provided by the Victorian Government to assist eligible families to cover the costs of
excursions, sporting activities, camps and athletic carnivals. If you hold a valid Centrelink Health
Care Card (HCC) or Pensioner Concession Card (PCC) on the first day of the school year, you will
receive a discount off your Education Levy. A special consideration category also exists for asylum
seekers and refugee families. The allowance is paid to the school to use towards expenses relating
to camps, excursions or sporting activities for the benefit of your child.

As recommended by Catholic Education Melbourne, families who hold a valid Centrelink Health
Care Card (HCC) or Pensioner Concession Card (PCC) will also be eligible for a discount on the
Family School Fee.

As this is getting out of hand and becoming more difficult to manage
we have decided to no longer allow food items to be sent to school for
birthday celebrations. Whilst not all parents will be happy with this
decision we have a duty of care for all our children and therefore need
to do whatever is necessary to keep all children safe. Non food items may still be sent etc. pencils,
rubbers etc...

As advised by the Royal Children’s Hospital, we do not advertise our school as being a nut free school.
We have many anaphylactic children spread across all levels and for these children consuming or
coming into contact with nuts can be life threatening. We ask you to please refrain from packing foods in
your child’s/children’s lunch box that contain nuts, especially peanut butter and nutella.
